NOW COME the Plaintiffs, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and
E.T.R. Enterprises, and by their attorney, James A. Naddeo,
Esquire, set forth the following:

1. That the Plaintiff, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc., is a
corporation, having its principal place of business located at
6381 Rockton Mountain Highway, Rockton, Pernsylvania 15856.

2. That the Plaintiff, E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc., is a
corporation, having its principal place «¢f business located at
6381 Rockton Mountain Highway, Rockton, Pennsylvania 15856,

3. That the Defendant, The Cardinal Group, Inc., is a
corporation, having its principal place of business located at

51 East Second Street, Boyertown, Pennsylvania 19512.



4, That the Defendant, William M. Detterer, is an adult
individual residing at 308 Charlesten  Lane, Wyomissing,
Pennsylvania 19610.

5. That at all times referred to herein plaintiffs were
engaged in the business of breokering and disposing of waste
products.

6. At all times referred to hersin plaintiffs had an
ongoing and open purchase order with Piney Creek, L. P. to
deliver <combustible materials approved by the Department
Environmental Protection of the Commonweaith of Pennsylvania
(hereinafter “DEP”). A true and correct copy of an example of
said purchase order is attached hereto as Exhibit “A.”

7. On or about November 18, 1927 plaintiffs entered intc a
Confidentiality and Noncompetition Agreemept with Defendant, The
Cardinal Group, Inc.

8. That the Confidentiality and Noncompetition Agreement
was entered into at plaintiffs’ place of businecs. A true and
correct copy of said agreement 1is attached hereto as Exhibit
wg

9. That subsequent to the Confidentiality and
Noncompetition Agreement and on or about June 9, 1998, the same
parties entered into a Service Agreemeri. A true and correct
copy of sald Service Agreement 1is attached hereto as Exhibit

\\C 17"
.



10. In conjunction with the Service Agreement and the
Confidentiality and Noncompetition Agreement plaintiffs
instructed defendant to deliver plastic chips scheduled for
disposal to Skyhaven Coal Company located in Clearfield County
Pennsylvania to be mixed with refuse coal for delivery to Piney
Creek power plant.

COUNT I - BREACH OF CONTRACT

E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc. v. The
Cardinal Group, Inc.

11. Plaintiffs incorporate by reference paragraphs one
through ten as if set forth in full herein.

12. The Cardinal Group, Inc. at paragraph three of the
Confidentiality and Noncompetition Agreement agreed that it
would not engage in any business that is similar to that of
plaintiffs. See Exhibit B.

13. That plaintiffs’ business relationship with The
Cardinal Group, Inc. continued from November 18, 1997 until
November 15, 2002.

14. That cn or about November 15, 2002, plaintiffs were
informed by The Cardinal Group, Inc. that it had lost its
contract for the disposal of the plastic chips which were
generated by Alcan Cable Company (hereinafter “Alcan”) in
Williamsport, Pennsylvania.

15. That in or about July 25, 2007, plaintiffs discovered

that contrary to the representation made to them by The Cardinal



Group, Inc. (that it had lost its contract with Alcan), The
Cardinal Group, Inc. had continued to receive plastic chips from
Alcan which in turn it continued to deliver to Skyhaven which
mixed the plastic <chips with refuse «coal and thereafter
delivered the waste to Piney Creek for incineration.

16. That on or about July 27, 2007, plaintiffs wrote a
letter to The Cardinal Group, Inc. demanding payment for the
plastic chips that defendant had continued to deliver as
described in paragraph 14 above which is incorporated herein by
reference as if set forth in full.

17. That on or about July 27, 2007, based upon an
estimated tonnage of waste delivered to Piney Creek the amount
estimated to be due and owing to plaintiffs and demanded by
plaintiffs was approximately $126,000.00. A true and correct
copy c¢f plaintiffs’ demand letter to defendant is attached
hereto as Exhibit “D.”

18. That despite this request by plaintiffs The Cardinal
Group, Inc. has refused to pay any amount due to plaintiffs.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs demand judgment in their favor in

excess of $25,000 plus costs and interests thereon.



COUNT II - UNJUST ENRICHMENT

E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and E.T.R. Entexprises, Inc. v. The
Cardinal Group, Inc.

19. That plaintiffs incorporate by reference paragraphs
one through 18 above as if set forth in full herein.

20. That the plaintiffs expended time, money and efﬁort
to secure through the DEP the department’s approval of plastic
chips as a co-product at coal burning stations.

21. That plaintiffs expended time, money and effort to
secure through Piney Creek an open purchase order for waste fuel
and combustion by-product.

22. That The Cardinal Group, Inc. through its business
relationship with plaintiffs was conferred the benefit of this
knowledge that plaintiffs had approval from the DEP to take
plastic chips and burn the same at Piney Creek.

23. That The Cardinal Group, Inc. received this benefit
and continued to utilize the same to its continued benefit as it
disposed of plastic chips from Alcan at no cost to itself
throggh Piney Creek where plaintiffs had the open purchase
order.

24. That plaintiffs have demanded from The Cardinal
Group, Inc. an amount which estimates the sums that it has been

unjustly enriched by disposing of the plastic chips from Alcan



at the Piney Creek power plant and The Cardinal Group, Inc. has
refused to pay anything to plaintiffs.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs demand judgment in their favor in
excess of $25,000 plus costs and interests thereon.

COUNT III - FRAUD

E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc. v. The
Cardinal Group, Inc.

25. That plaintiffs incorporate by reference the
allegations contained in paragraphs one through 24 above as
though set forth at length herein.

26. That at all times alleged herein The Cardinal Group,
Inc. did continue to receive chips from Alcan and did continue
to allow the same to be mixed at Skyhaven and then taken to
Piney Creek for incineration, hiding the same from plaintiffs
and others.

27. That The Cardinal Group, Inc. made the
misrepresentation to plaintiffs that it had lost its contract
with Alcan whereby it received the chips and in turn that the
same would not be mixed at Skyhaven as described in paragraph 14
and that the same were not being delivered to Piney Creek for
incineration.

28. That the misrepresentation made by The Cardinal
Group, Inc. as described in paragraphs 13-14, and 25 above was

made intending to induce plaintiffs to rely upon said



misrepresentation and thereby induce them to permit The Cardinal
Group, Inc. to stop paying a “tipping fee” and payments as
agreed in the Service Agreement between the parties and had
continued thereafter and further caused plaintiffs to stop
including chips as a product in the waste invoices as submitted
to Piney Creek.

29. That in reliance upon The Cardinal Group 1Inc.’s
statement that it had lost its contract with Alcan and that
chips would no longer be delivered plaintiffs stopped invoicing
The Cardinal Group, Inc. for the fees and charges as agreed upon
in the Service Agreement and as the parties had continued
throughout their business relationship and did not demand
payment of the same from The Cardinal Group, Inc.

30. Plaintiffs did not have reason to know or reasonable
cause to know that The Cardinal Group, Inc. in fact did not lose
its contract with Alcan and/or that it was continuing to receive
chips and deliver the same as described in paragraph 14 above
and plaintiffs did reasonably rely on The Cardinal Group, Inc.’s
statement or statements.

31. As a result of The Cardinal Group, Inc.’s fraudulent
conduct, plaintiffs sustained substantial monetary losses

including, but not limited to, the loss of $126,000.00.



32. That defendant’s misrepresentation obscured
information regarding what type of material was being disposed
of and proceSsed through Piney Creek power plant.

33. That the conduct of The Cardinal Group; Inc. is such
that it should be punished to deter others from acting in the
same manner.

34, That plaintiffs request this court award punitive
damages as it deems just and proper to deter the same conduct by
others.

WHEREFORE, plaintiffs respectfully request judgment be
entered in their favor and against The Cardinal Group, Inc. for
damages in an amcunt in excess of $25,000.00 exclusive of costs
and interest thereon.

COUNT IV - FRAUD

E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc. v. William
M. Detterer

35. That plaintiffs incorporate by reference paragraphs
one through 34 above as if set forth in fuil herein.

36. That Defendant, William M. Detterer, made the
misrepresentation as déscribed in paragraph 27 above personally
and so made this misrepresentation in his capacity as President

of The Cardinal Group, Inc.



37. That Mr. Detterer made the misrepresentation with the
intent himself to personally induce the plaintiffs to rely upon
his statements.

WHEREFORE, plaintiffs respectfully request judgment be
entered in their favor and against The Cardinal Group, Inc. for
damages in an amount in excess of $25,000.00 exclusive of costs
and interest thereon.

This letter is regarding our agreement signed on November 11, 1997 stating that
you, The Cardinal Group, Inc. after termination of our original agreement would not for 5
years ship plastic chips from Alcan Cable. T have come to realize you have continued to
ship plastic chips from Alcan Cable for the past five years with no agreement between
E & L Brokerage, Inc. nor Piney Creek Power Plant. Affective today Piney Creek will
no longer accept the material from The Cardinal Group.

With no tonriage reports we have estimated that the tonnage for the past five years has
been as follows:

2003 $10.00 a ton 1800tons $18,000
2004 $12.00 aton 1800tons $21,600
2005 $14.00 a ton 1800tons $25,200
2006 $16.00 aton 1800tons  $28,800
2007 $18.00 a ton 1800tons $32,400

TOTAL: $126,000

This is only an estimate. We would need the records from Alcan Cable to
calculate the actual cost. At this time we are asking for our tip fee’s lost with no
damages. Our attorney has suggested that we try and come to an agreement without
involving Alcan Cable or Sky Haven Coal. If an agreement is not reached within fifteen
days from this letter we have no choice but to let the Courts settle this matter.

PRELIMINARY OBJECTIONS OF DEFENDANT, THE CARDINAL GROUP, INC.

Defendant, The Cardinal Group, Inc., by and through its undersigned attorneys, hereby
preliminarily object to the Complaint of Plaintiffs, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc.,

pursuant to Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure Rule 1028, and in support thereof states as follows:

L. Demurrer under Pa. R.C.P. Rule 1028(a)(4) for Legal Insufficiency of a Pleading.

1. Plaintiffs” Complaint purports to state causes of action both in fraud and breach of
contract. (Count I, Count III, and Count IV of the Complaint)

2. The contracts alleged to have been entered into between the Plaintiffs and The Cardinal
Group, Inc. (“Cardinal”) are set forth at Exhibit “B” and Exhibit “C” of the Complaint.

3. To the extent that these fraud claims assert fraudulent performance, they are barred by the

gist of the action doctrine, prohibiting a claim of fraud where the dispute is basically contractual in




nature. Because the Plaintiffs are attempting to recover in tort on duties that solely arise from the
alleged contracts between the parties, its fraud claims are barred.

4, Because the Plaintiffs are attempting to bring a fraud claim in violation of the gist of the
action doctrine, the Complaint fails to state a claim on which relief may be granted for fraud.

5. The allegations of the Complaint which purport to be “fraud” allegations would be more
properly pled in the event that the Defendants raise a statute of limitations defense to the contract claim,
at which point the Plaintiffs’ “fraud” allegations might be proper to overcome such an affirmative
defense. These “fraud” allegations do not create a tort action where the gist of the claim is based on
contract.

WHEREFORE, Defendant, The Cardinal Group, Inc., requests that the Court sustain this
Preliminary Objection to the Complaint and dismiss with prejudice Count III of the Complaint.

II. Demurrer under Pa. R.C.P. Rule 1028(a)(4) for Legal Insufficiency of a Pleading.

6. In Count I of the Complaint, Plaintiffs’ claim under the contracts set forth at Exhibit “B”

and Exhibit “C”, express, written contracts which are signed by Cardinal.

7. In Count II of the Complaint, Plaintiffs made a claim for unjust enrichment.
8. A valid cause of action may arise for unjust enrichment only if the transaction which

gives rise to such claim is not governed by an express, written contract.
WHEREFORE, Cardinal requests that the Court sustain this Preliminary Objection and dismiss
with prejudice Count II of the Complaint.

R.C.P. 1028, Defendant, William M. Detterer, by and through his counsel
Yergey.Daylor.Allebach.Scheffey.Picardi, hereby asserts the following Preliminary Objections
to Plaintiffs’ Complaint and in support thereof avers as follows:

1. On or about October 26, 2007, Plaintiffs filed a complaint against Defendants,
The Cardinal Group, Inc. and William M. Detterer, as an individual, alleging Breach of Contract
and Fraud.

2. Plaintiffs’ Complaint is based upon certain agreements and purchase orders that
Plaintiffs’ allege are the basis for a contract between the parties.

3. At all times relevant to this matter, William M. Detterer was a duly appointed/and
or elected officer, acting in his official capacity as President of The Cardinal Group, Inc.; a
Pennsylvania Corporation.

4. At all times relevant to this matter, William M. Detterer, as an individual, did not
engage, contract or enter into any agreement with either plaintiff, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. or

E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc.



L. PRELIMINARY OBJECTION FOR FAILURE OF PLEADING TO CONFORM
TO LAW OR RULE OF COURT - Defendants’ Breach of Contract

5. Paragraphs 1 through 4 are incorporated into this Preliminary Objection by
reference as if set forth fully at length.

6. Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(2) permits the filing of
preliminary objections on the basis of failing to plead in conformance to law or rule of court.

7. Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1019 (i) states in part, “[W]hen any claim
or defense is based upon a writing, the pleader shall attach a copy of the writing or the material
part thereof...”

8. Plaintiffs, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc. allege that,
together, they entered into a Service Agreement with Defendant, The Cardinal Group, Inc. See
Plaintiffs’ complaint, at 9.

9. Plaintiffs’ Service Agreement, Exhibit ‘C’, states in part:

“[T)his Agreement is made as of the 9" day of June, 1998, by and
between E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc., having a business address at 850
Leonard Street, Clearfield, Pennsylvania, 16830 (hereinafter ETR)
and The Cardinal Group, Inc...”

10.  Plaintiffs’ Exhibit ‘C’ is a Service Agreement between E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc.
and The Cardinal Group, Inc. only.

11. Plaintiff E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. has failed to state whether such “Service
Agreement” with The Cardinal Group, Inc. was written or oral in accordance with Pa. R.C.P.
1019(h).

12. Further, Plaintiff E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. has failed to attach a “Service

Agreement” setting forth terms between Plaintiff, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and The Cardinal

Group, Inc. in accordance with Pa. R.C.P. 1019(i)

13. Plaintiffs’ Complaint should be dismissed based on the failure to conform to Pa.
R.C.P. 1019().

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Plaintiffs’ Complaint with Prejudice.

II. PRELIMINARY OBJECTION FOR FAILURE OF PLEADING TO CONFORM
TO LAW OR RULE OF COURT - Defendants’ Breach of Contract

14. Paragraphs 1 through 13 are incorporated into this Preliminary Objection, by
reference, as if set forth fully at length

15.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(2) permits the filing of
preliminary objections on the basis of failing to plead in conformance to law or rule of court.

16.  Plaintiffs’ Complaint alleges that Defendants owe to Plaintiffs an amount
estimated to be $126,000.00. See 17 and Exhibit ‘D.’

17. Such an estimate is at odds with Plaintiffs’ Service Agreement, Exhibit ‘C.’

18.  Plaintiffs have failed to plead the proper measure of damages with regards to their
breach of contract, unjust enrichment and fraud claims.

19.  Plaintiffs’ Complaint must be dismissed based on failure to plead in conformance
to law or rule of court.

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Plaintiffs’ Complaint with Prejudice.

IILPRELIMINARY OBJECTION FOR FAILURE OF PLEADING TO CONFORM
TO LAW OR RULE OF COURT - Plaintiffs’ failure to Attach Full Agreement.

20.  Paragraphs 1 through 19 are incorporated into the Preliminary Objection, by

reference, as if set forth fully at length.

21. Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(2) permits the filing of
preliminary objections on the basis of failing to plead in conformance to law or rule of court.

22.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1019 (i) states in part, “[W]hen any claim
or defense is based upon a writing, the pleader shall attach a copy of the writing or the material
part thereof...”

23.  Plaintiffs’ attached Exhibit ‘B’ to comply with Pa. R.C.P. 1019().

24.  However, Exhibit ‘B’ is incomplete; missing paragraph 4. Key parts of Paragraph
5 are 1llegible. A True and Correct Copy of the Exhibit ‘B’ received by Defendant William M.
Detterer is attached as Exhibit ‘A.’

25.  Plaintiffs’ Complaint should be dismissed for failure to conform to Pa. R.C.P.
1019(i).

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Plaintiffs’ Complaint with Prejudice.

IV.PRELIMINARY OBJECTION ON THE BASIS OF INSUFFICIENT

SPECIFICITY IN A PLEADING - Breach of Confidentiality and Non-Competition

Agreement.

26.  Paragraphs 1 through 25 are incorporated into this Preliminary Objection, by
reference, as if set forth full at length.

27.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(3) permits the filing of
preliminary objections on the basis of insufficient specificity in a pleading.

28. A npleading is insufficiently specific when the grounds for alleged liability fails to
adequately inform the defendant of the issues to be met; is not specific as to how defendants
acted with fraud; or if there is an inconsistency between an attached exhibit and an averment of

the pleading.

29.  Plaintiffs allege that the Parties entered into a Confidentiality and Non-
Competition Agreement on November 18, 1997.

30.  Plaintiffs fail to state the specific business endeavors that each of the Plaintiffs are
engaged in.

31.  Plaintiffs fail to state with specificity how Defendants breached the confidentiality
and non-competition agreement with the Plaintiffs.

32.  Plaintiffs fail to state with specificity the business and transaction relationships
between the parties, Piney Creek LP, and Skyhaven Coal Company; who controlled the mixing
of the plastic chips and refuse coal; the method of payment for such shipments; the effective
period of any agreement between the parties; and who controlled the shipment and invoicing
under the alleged agreement.

33, Further, Plaintiffs fail to state with specificity how the defendants competed
against them.

34.  Pennsylvania Rule of Civil Procedure 1019(a) requires that a pleading contain a
concise statement of material facts on which a cause of action or defense is based.

35.  Plaintiffs’ Complaint should be dismissed for failure to provide a concise
statement of the material facts in this matter.

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Plaintiffs’ Complaint with Prejudice.

V. PRELIMINARY OBJECTION ON THE BASIS OF INSUFFICIENT
SPECIFICITY IN A PLEADING - Fraud of Defendant William M. Detterer

36.  Paragraphs 1 through 35 are incorporated into this Preliminary Objection, by

reference, as if set forth full at length.

Defendant, William M. Detterer’s

Preliminary Objections to Plaintiffs’ Complaint
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37.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(3) permits the filing of
preliminary objections on the basis of insufficient specificity in a pleading.

38.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1019(b) states in part, “Averments of fraud
or mistake shall be averred with particularity...”

39.  Anpleading is insufficiently specific when the grounds for alleged liability fails to
adequately inform the defendant of the issues to be met; is not specific as to how defendants
acted with fraud; or if there is an inconsistency between an attached exhibit and an averment of
the pleading.

40.  Plaintiffs brought Suit against Defendant, William M. Detterer as an individual.

41. In Count IV of Plaintiffs’ Complaint, Plaintiffs’ admit that Defendant Detterer, in
his capacity as President of The Cardinal Group, Inc. made a misrepresentation to Plaintiffs.

42.  In each of Plaintiffs’ exhibits, Defendant Detterer signed in his corporate capacity
as President of The Cardinal Group, Inc.

43.  InCount IV, Plaintiffs also allege that Mr. Detterer, made misrepresentations as
an individual.

44.  Plaintiffs’ fail to state with specificity the duty that Mr. Detterer, as an individual,
owed to them; whether Mr. Detterer, as an individual, was contractually obligated to Plaintiffs
and; what contracts were breached by Mr. Detterer, as an individual.

45.  Plaintiffs’ fail to state with specificity, to whom Mr. Detterer, as an individual,
made these misrepresentations; the manner in which the misrepresentation was made (i.e.
verbally, in writing, by a word or gesture, or otherwise); whether such individual
misrepresentation was relied upon to Plaintiffs’ detriment; or where the alleged

misrepresentation occurred.

Defendant, William M. Detterer’s
Preliminary Objections to Plaintiffs’ Complaint
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46.  Plaintiffs fail to state what misrepresentation was made by Defendant Detterer, as
an individual, to E. & L. Brokerage, Inc.; when and where such misrepresentation as made; the
manner in which the misrepresentation was made (i.e. verbally, in writing, by a word or gesture,
or otherwise); or where the alleged misrepresentation occurred.

47. Plaintiffs Exhibit ‘B’ shows that E.T.R. Enterprises, Inc. and The Cardinal Group,
Inc. were the only parties to the Service Agreement.

48.  Plaintiffs’ Complaint is inconsistent with its exhibits. E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. did
not enter into a Service Agreement with The Cardinal Group, Inc. and Defendant Detterér did
not sign any of the agreements as an individual.

49, Therefore, Plaintiffs fail to state a cause of action for fraud based on the personal
liability of Defendant, William M. Detterer, as an individual.

50.  Count IV of Plaintiffs’ Complaint must be dismissed based on failure to plead
with sufficient specificity.

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Count IV of Plaintiffs’ Complaint with
Prejudice.

VL.PRELIMINARY OBJECTION IN THE NATURE OF A DEMURRER AS TO
PLAINTIFFS’ CLAIM FOR “FRAUD”

51. Paragraphs 1 through 50 are incorporated herein to this Preliminary Objection as
if set forth fully at length.
52.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(4) permits the filing of

preliminary objections on the basis of legal insufficiency of a pleading.

Defendant, William M. Detterer’s
Preliminary Objections to Plaintiffs’ Complaint
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53.  Plaintiffs’ allege that the parties entered into Confidentiality and Non-
Competition and Service Agreements on or about November 18, 1997 and June 9, 1998
respectively. See Plaintiffs’ Exhibits ‘B’ and ‘C.’

54.  Plaintiffs’ allege, in Count I, that Defendants breached these respective
agreements by failing to make payments for material shipped to the Skyhaven Coal Company
and or Piney Creek L.P.

55.  Plaintiffs further allege, in Counts III and IV, that the Defendants engaged in
fraud to prevent Plaintiffs from collecting payments due under the terms of these agreements.

56.  Such claims of fraud arise out of the performance of the respective duties of the
parties under the terms of these agreements.

57.  Plaintiffs are barred from pursuing allegations of fraud by the “Gist of the Matter”
doctrine, which prevents Plaintiffs from recovering in “Tort” were remedies are defined by an
express contract between the parties.

58.  Because Plaintiffs have contractual remedies under the terms of the
Confidentiality and Non-competition and Service Agreements, the “Gist of the Matter Doctrine”
bars Plaintiffs’ fraud claims.

59.  Therefore, Plaintiffs claims of Fraud fail to state a cause of action on which relief
may be granted.

60.  Counts III and IV must be dismissed by this Court as Plaintiffs’ claims of fraud
violate the “Gist of the Matter Doctrine.”

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Counts III and IV of Plaintiffs’

Complaint with Prejudice.

61.  Paragraphs 1 through 60 are incorporated herein to this Preliminary Objection as
if set forth fully at length.

62.  Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure 1028(a)(4) permits the filing of
preliminary objections on the basis of legal insufficiency of a pleading.

63.  “Unjust Enrichment” is essentially an equitable doctrine.

64. A cause of action for unjust enrichment may only arise when a transaction, not
otherwise governed by an express contract, confers a benefit on one of the parties.

65.  Plaintiffs allege, through out their complaint, that Defendants were subject to the
express provisions of the Confidentiality and Non Competition and the Service Agreements.
. Plaintiffs’ Exhibits ‘B’ and ‘C.’

66.  When a written agreement exists, a party’s remedy is based on the terms of the
agreement; quasi-contractual (i.e. unjust enrichment.) remedies are precluded.

67.  Count II of Plaintiff’s complaint must be dismissed for failure to state a cause of
action, as the quasi-contractual, equitable remedy of unjust enrichment is precluded.

WHEREFORE, Defendant, William M. Detterer, respectfully requests this Honorable
Court to sustain his preliminary objections and Dismiss Counts II of Plaintiffs’ Complaint with
Prejudice.

MOTION FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT

NOW COME the Plaintiffs, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc. and
E.T.R. Enterprises, and by their attorney, James A. Naddeo,
Esquire, .move this court to enter summary judgment as to
liability in favor of Plaintiffs and set forth the following:

1. On or about October 26, 2007, Plaintiffs filed the
instant action against Defendants, The Cardinal Group, Inc. and
William M. Detterer.

2. That Count II of Plaintiffs’ Complaint alleges unjust
enrichment in that Plaintiffs worked to obtain a permit from the
Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) for the approval of
plastic chips as a co-product at coal burning stations and
Defendant was conferred the benefit of this knowledge through
its business relationship with Plaintiffs and thereafter did

continue to dispose of plastic chips without the knowledge of
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Plaintiffs and did profit and benefit from the permit which
Plaintiffs had obtained. True and correct copy of said permit
is attached hereto as Exhibit ™“aA.” See also Exhibit 5 to
Deposition of James A. Konnick which demonstrates Plaintiffs
efforts to obtain said authorization from DEP.

3. Plaintiffs orchestrated the wutilization of plastic
chips that Defendant received from Alcan Cable for their
ultimate delivery to and use by Piney Creek through the open
purchase order which Plaintiffs had with Piney Creek. Plaintiffs
incorporate Complaint by reference which includes said open
purchase order as if the same were set forth at length herein.

4. That James A. Konnick appeared on behalf of the
Defendant, The Cardinal Group, Inc., for a deposition on October
7, 2009.

5. That Defendant has admitted that it continued to ship
and dispose of the plastic chips after it discontinued its
business relationship with Plaintiffs and stopped paying
Plaintiffs for the disposal of said plastic chips at Piney
Creek. Documents produced by Defendant which indicate it
continued to ship the same and profit therefrom are attached
hereto as Exhibit “B;” Documents produced by Defendant which
indicate the latest possible date that it made payment to
Plaintiffs is in or about the first quarter of 2004 are attached

hereto as Exhibit “C.” (Noting that the exact date that
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Defendant stopped making payment to Plaintiffs for the plastic
chips being received from Alcan Cable and delivered to Piney
Creek for profit is disputed.)

6. It is undisputed that after Defendant stopped making
payment to Plaintiffs, Defendant did continue to receive the
material from Alcan Cable and continued to ultimately dispose of
the same at Piney Creek for profit. See Exhibit “B” and
Documents produced by Alcan Cable which evidence the same are
attached hereto as Exhibit “D.”

7. Mr. Konnick represented that to his knowledge the
Defendant did not have a permit to dispose of the plastic chips

at Piney Creek. Deposition of James A. Konnick is attached

hereto as Exhibit “E.” See Page 39 through 41 of said
deposition.
8. That Counsel for Defendant represented at said

deposition that Defendant would determine if a permit existed
and provide the same. See Page 44 of Exhibit E.

9. That Counsel for Defendant has not provided a permit,
but rather the only documents provided are included at Exhibit
A.

10. That without the permit of Plaintiffs to dispose of
materials at Piney Creek, the same would not have been

authorized and the same was not permissible.
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11. That as a matter of law this Court is able to find
that Defendant was conferred the benefit of utilizing the permit
obtained and issued to Plaintiffs’ to dispose of the subject
material and failed to pay Plaintiffs for the same.

Your coproduct determinations for polyethylene and polystyrene chips were
recerved by this office on April 23, 1998. Supplemental information received on April 29,
June 8, June 9, June 10, and July 14, 1998. These are the same coproduct determinations
covered in my February 23, 1998, letter, with some additional information and a change of
location for blending from Bark Camp to the Piney Creek Limited Partnership Plant.

The Department believes ETR Enterprises has sufficient information to justify that
polystyrene chips from KAMA Corporation and polyethylene chips from Alcan Cable are
coproducts when transported to the Piney Creek Linuted Partnership Plant in Ciarion to
replace coal fines for blending with coal and coal refuse and used as fuel at that facility.

Should the composition of the polyethylene or polystyrene chips change, your
coproduct determination should be modified to consider threat of harm to human health
and the environment from the new composition. For example, if plasticizers or other
additives become part of the polymer’s formulation, they should be evaluated as part of

the coproduct determunation.

It should be noted, however, that the coproduct determination requires the
material to be either transferred in good faith as a commodity in trade for use on a regular
basis or to be used by the manufacturer or producer on a regular basis. The Department is
not in a position to monitor these activities and E iR Enterprises must ensure that this

bho'atlon 15 being met.

The proper use of any material is imperative for the protection of public health and
the environment. When a coproduct is abandoned or disposed, the material becomes a
“waste” and must be managed accordingly.

We have not yet
found your client’s corresponding Invoice, but by adding up the tonnage on this Invoice you will arrive
at a total of 124.9 tons, as to which Cardinal would owe your client $999.20. Attachment “A” includes
a copy of Cardinal’s Check No. 2881, payable to your client in the amount of $999.20.

Attachment “B” includes Cardinal’s Invoice No. 9464 to Alcan and your client’s Invoice to
Cardinal dated January 7, 2003. It also includes a copy of Cardinal’s Check No. 4235 in the amount of
$2,528.24, representing payment in full of that Invoice. That check was paid on March 13, 2003.

Attachment “C” includes Cardinal’s Invoice No. 9604, and your client’s Statement to Cardinal
dated April 14, 2003. We have not yet recovered a check corresponding to this Statement, but
Cardinal’s handwritten note indicates that it was approved for payment. Please ascertain whether, in
2003, your client received a Cardinal check in the amount of $1,673.04, corresponding to this
Statement.

The attached information provides sufficient proof that the polyethylene chips will displace a
fraction of the coal burning requirement for coal burning plants.

Polyethylene chips at the Alcan Cable plant in Willliamsport, PA are a black, granular solid
material. Under the PA Code, the definition of a co-product requires that it be a material
generated by a manufacturing or production Process, or a spent material, of a physical character
and chemical composition that is consistently equivalent to the physical character and chemical
composition of an intentionally manufactured product or produced raw material, if the use of the
material presents no greater threat of harm to human health and the environment than the use of
the product or raw material.

The Alcan Cable plant in Williamsport, PA produces approximately 60-75 tons of the product a
i month. This product will be transferred in good faith as a commodity in trade for use on a
. regular basis to produce a fue] at Sky Haven Coal, Inc., RR 1, Box 180, Penfield, PA 15849-
9751, or similar coal blending facilities in Pennsylvania. The product will be blended with coal
and coal refuse in a manor similar to common coal blending practices.

The product presents no greater threat of harm to human health and the environment than the use
of the coal product and this is evidenced by the attached analytical results and attachments.

1. Admitted.

2. Admitted only that Count II of the Complaint makes such allegations. Exhibit “A” of the
Plaintiffs’ Complaint is not a “permit”.

3. Admitted only that the Complaint makes such allegations. Plaintiffs’ Exhibit “A” to the
Complaint, the purported opened purchase order, was executed in 2006. The parties began dealing with
Alcan in 1998.

4. Admitted.




5. Admitted that plastic chips continued to be disposed of at Piney Creek until sometime in
2007. The Exhibits which Plaintiffs refer to in this allegation are genuine, but said documents speak for
themselves.

6. Denied. The documents indicate that the plastic chips were shipped to Cougle’s
Recycling by Alcan. The documents also indicate that Cardinal and Alcan did business on many other
waste items, unrelated to this case.

7. Denied. Mr. Konnick testified according to his limited knowledge. He testified that the
person at Cardinal Group with the best knowledge of waste disposal requirements was Andy Meadows
(10/07/09 N.T. p. 42). Mr. Konnick testified that he did not know whether or not Cardinal ever obtained
a “permit”, and that he did not attempt to find out whether such a “permit” existed. (10/07/09 N.T. p.
39) Nowhere in his deposition does Mr. Konnick testify that a “permit” was required.

8-9.  Admitted.

10-11. Denied as conclusions of lav;'. By way of further answer, Exhibit “A” to the Plaintiffs’
Motion is a letter from the DEP, dated July 20, 1998. Itis not a “permit”. The contents of the letter are
self-explanatory. Anyone could dispose of plastic chips at an appropriate facility simply by complying
with DEP’s published Co-Product Regulations, and such criteria were obviously public knowledge. (A
copy ‘of the DEP letter is attached hereto for convenience.) After January 1, 2004, Cardinal did not rely
on the Plaintiffs’ “permit”, but rather submitted its own co-product determination information to DEP.
A copy of that document (which appears in Plaintiffs’ Exhibit “D” to the Motion) is attached hereto for
convenience. Cardinal did not rely on anything done by the Plaintiffs with respect to DEP after January
1,2004. Plaintiffs’ constant reference to a “permit” is misplaced and unsupported by the record,
because a letter is not a “permit”.

12. Denied as conclusions of law.




WHEREFORE, Defendant requests that the Motion for Summary Judgment be denied.

DEFENDANT’S CROSS-MOTION
FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT AS TO COUNT II

13. Paragraphs 1 through 12 are incorporated herein by reference.

14. The allegations of Plaintiffs’ Complaint are also incorporated herein by reference.

15. Count [ of Plaintiffs’ Complaint alleges a breach of contract and incorporates by
reference two contracts which Plaintiff alleges establish Plaintiffs’ right to payment due to Cardinal’s
alleged breach of those contracts. Exhibit “D” of Plaintiffs’ Complaint clearly establishes that
Plaintiffs’ claims arise out of a written agreement.

16.  Count II of the Complaint is founded on a claim of unjust enrichment.

17. A claim of unjust enrichment is a claim that a contract should be implied in law, where
none exists. An implied contract may not be relied upon if there is an express contract on the same
subject. Under Pennsylvania law, where the parties’ relationship is governed by a written agreement,

the doctrine of unjust enrichment is inapplicable. Matter of Penn Central Transportation Co., 831 F. 2d

1221 (3" Cir. 1987); Fox’s Foods, Inc. v. Kmart Corp., 870 F. Supp. 599, 611(M.D. Pa. 1994) (granting

summary judgment to Defendant on the unjust enrichment claim); Hershey Foods v. Ralph Chapek, Inc.,

828 F. 2d 989, 999.

WHEREFORE, Defendant requests the Court grant summary judgment to the Defendant as to

Count II of the Complaint.

Your coproduct determinations for poly=thylene and polystyrene chips were
received by this office on April 23, 1998. Supplemental information received on April 29,
June 8, June 9, June 10, and July 14, 1998, These are the same coproduct deierminations
covered in my February 23, 1998, letter, with some additional information and a change of
location for blending from Bark Camp to the Piney Creek Limited Partnership Plant.

The Department believes ETE. Enterprises has sufficient information to justify that
polystyrene chips from KAMA Corporation and polysthylens chips from Alcan Cable are
coproducts whzn transportad to the Piney Creek Limited Partnership Plant in Clarion to
replace ccal fines for blending with coal and coal refuse and used as fuel at that facility.

Should the composition of the polysthylene or polystyrene chips change, your
coproduct determination should be modified to consider threat of harm to human health
and the environment from the new composition. For example, if plasticizers or other
additives hecome part of the polvmer’s formulation, they should e evaliated as part of

the coproduct determination.

It should be noted, however, that the coproduct determination requires the
material to be either transferrad in good faith asa commodity in trade for use on a regular
basis or to be used by the manufacturer or producer on a regular basis. The Department is

. not in a position to monitor these activities and ETR Eriterprises must ensure that this
obligation 15 being met.

The proper use of any material is imperative for the protection of public health and
the environment. When a coproduct ic abandoned or disposed, the material becomes a
“waste” and must be managed accordingly.

In accordance with co-product regulations of PADEP (§287, Subchapter A), we are providing
adequate documentation that the polyethylene chips being produced at the Alcan Cable facility in
Wilhamsport, PA meet the definition and criteria for use as a co-product at coal burning stations.
The attached information provides sufficient proof that the polvethylene chips will displace a
fraction of the coal buming requirement for coal burning plants.

Polyethylene chips at the Alcan Cable plant in Willliamsport, PA are & black, granular solid
material. Under the PA Code, the definition of a co-product requires that it be a material
generated by a manufacturing or production process, or a spent matenal, of a physical character
and chemical composition that is consistently equivalent to the physical character and chemical
composition of an intentionally manufactured product or produced raw material, if the use of the
matenial presents no greater threat of harm to human health and the environment than the use of
the product or raw material.

The Alcan Cable plant in Williamsport, PA produces approximately 60-75 tons of the product a
month.  This product will be transferred in good faith as a commodity in trade for use on a
regular basis to produce 2 fuel at Sky Haven Coal, Inc., RR 1, Box 180, Penfield, PA 15846-
9751, or similer coal blending facilities in Pennsylvania. The product will be blended with coal
and coal refuse in a manor similar to common coal blending practices.

The product presents no greater threat of harm to human health and the environment than the use
of the coal product and this is evidenced by the attached analytical results and attachments.
Based on generator knowledge, there are no hazardous or toxic constituents of concern as listed

in 40 CFR §261, Appendix VIIL

The only possible routes of exposure is inhalation or deposition of the polyethylene chips when
the product 1s burned by the final end-user. However, the polyethylene chips will present no
greater hazard than the buming of the comparable coal product. Due to the nature of
polyethylene there are no other concerns regarding routes of exposure. ‘

When used as described above, in that capacity, it is not significantly different from the
consistency of the coal produced in this region. As a result, the use of the polyethyiene chips
does pot require special environmental protection or health protection beyond the precautions
already being taken at the Alcan Cable facility.

OPINION
Plaintiffs, E. & L. Brokerage, Inc., a corporation, and E.T.R. Enterprises, a corporation,
(hereinafter “Plaintiffs”), initiated this action against The Cardinal Group, Inc., a corporation,
(hereinafter “Defendant”), on October 26, 2007. On December 4, 2009, Plaintiffs filed a
Motion for Summary Judgment on Count II of Plaintiffs’ Complaint regarding unjust
enrichment. Argument on said Motion was held on January 5, 2010. Defendant filed a Cross-
Motion for Summary Judgment, however Defendant withdrew said cross-motion at argument.

The matter is now ripe for decision.

First, the Court must determine if the Confidentiality and Noncompetition Agreement
(Exhibit “B” attached to Complaint), (hereinafter “Agreement”), between the parties is
enforceable. A noncompetition agreement and/or covenant not to compete, which bars
competition in general business, without limitation as to time or area, is void on its face as
being an unreasonable restraint of trade. Capozzi v. Latsha & Capozzi, P.C., 797 A.2d 314
(Pa. Super. Ct. 2002)(emphasis added). Covenants not to compete are enforceable if they are
incident to an employment relationship between the parties; the restrictions imposed by the

covenant are reasonably necessary for the protection of the employer; and the restrictions




imposed are reasonably limited in duration and geographic extent. J.C. Ehrlich Co., Inc. v.
Martin, 979 A.2d 862, 864 (Pa. Super. Ct. 2009)(citations omitted) In other words, a decision
of whether a non-compete agreement should be enforced “requires the application of a
balancing test whereby the court balances the employer's protectible business interests against
the interest of the employee in earning a living in his or her chosen profession, trade or
occupation, and then balances the result against the interest of the public.” Id. at 864-65

(quoting Hess v. Gebhard & Co., Inc., 570 Pa. 148, 157, 808 A.2d 912, 917 (2002)).

In the present matter, paragraph 3 of the Agreement simply reads, “this warranty of
non-competition shall apply for a period of five (5) years from the date of the signing of this
agreement or five (5) years after the completion of projects where the parties work with one
another, whichever period is longer.” Said Agreement does not limit the noncompetition
warranty to a specific geographic area, but rather only states there is a five (5) year time
restriction. The Court finds the Agreement entered into by the parties merely bars
competition in general, without limitation as to area, and is void on its face as being an
unreasonable restraint of trade. Accordingly, the Court finds thét said Agreement is
unenforceable.

Furthermore, the Court finds that the terms of the Agreement are overly broad, such
that the language of said Agreement is so general that the Court is unable to ascertain exactly
what Defendant was precluded from doing upon entering into the Agreement. The language
of the Agreement simply states that “certain information will be furnished to Client with

respect to Company’s suppliers an its overall method of doing business” and Defendant “will




not engage in any business similar to the business of Company.” Said language is clearly
lacking in the necessary specificity to make the provisions of said covenant enforceable.!

Having found the Agreement to be unenforceable, the Plaintiffs are therefore not
precluded from advancing their claim of unjust enrichment.? Unjust enrichment is essentially
an equitable doctrine. Mitchell v. Moore, 729 A.2d 1200 (Pa. Super. Ct. 1999); Styer v. Hugo,
619 A.2d 347 (Pa. Super. Ct. 1993), aff'd, 535 Pa. 610, 637 A.2d 276 (1994). The elements
unjust enrichment are benefits conferred on one party by another, appreciation of such
benefits by the recipient, and acceptance and retention of these benefits under such
circumstances that it would be inequitable for the recipient to retain the benefits without the
payment of their value. Styer v. Hugo, 619 A.2d 347 (Pa. Super. Ct. 1993), aff'd, 535 Pa. 610,
637 A.2d 276 (1994). "Benefit" in this context means any form of advantage. Zvonik v.

Zvonik, 435 A.2d 1236 (Pa. Super. Ct. 1981).

Whether the doctrine of unjust enrichment applies depends upon the unique factual
circumstances of each case. Styer, 619 A.2d at 347. The most significant element of unjust
enrichment is whether the enrichment is unjust; the doctrine does not apply simply because
one party may have benefited as a result of the actions of the other. Ameripro Search, Inc. v.
Fleming Steel Co., 787 A.2d 988 (Pa. Super. Ct. 2001); Wiernikv. PHH U.S. Mortg. Corp.,

736 A.2d 616 (Pa. Super. Ct. 1999).

Since Plaintiffs are seeking summary judgment on their claim of unjust enrichment, the
analysis of said claim shall be evaluated under the criteria for granting a motion for summary

judgment. Summary judgment should be granted only in cases where the right is clear and free

of doubt. Swords v. Harleysville Ins. Companies, 584 Pa. 382, 883 A.2d 562 (2005); 401
Fourth Street, Inc. v. Investors Ins. Group, 583 Pa. 445, 879 A.2d 166 (2005); Fine v. Checcio,
582 Pa. 253, 870 A.2d 850 (2005); Lackner v. Glosser, 892 A.2d 21 (Pa. Super. Ct. 2006).
“After the relevant pleadings are closed, but within such time as not to unreasonably delay
trial, any party may move for summary judgment in whole or in part as a matter of law:

e whenever there is no genuine issue of any material fact as to a necessary
element of the cause of action or defense which could be established by
additional discovery or expert report, or

2 if, after the completion of discovery relevant to the motion, including the
production of expert reports, an adverse party who will bear the burden of
proof at trial has failed to produce evidence of facts essential to the cause of
action or defense which in a jury trial would require the issues to be
submitted to a jury.”

Pa.R.C.P. § 1035.2. On considering a motion for summary judgment, the court must examine
the record in a light most favorable to the non-moving party and resolve all doubts against the
moving party when determining if there is a genuine issue of material fact. Chada v. Chada,
756 A.2d 39 (Pa. Super. Ct. 2000).

In the underlying case, Plaintiffs’ claim of unjust enrichment centers around the alleged
use of a “permit” by Defendant. Plaintiffs’ aver that they worked to obtain a “permit” from the
Department of En\./ironmental Protection (DEP) for the approval of plastic chips as a co-
product at coal burning stations, and Defendant used the “permit” after the business
relationship between the parties had ended. Said “permit” is attached to the original Complaint

as Exhibit “A.” For the Court to determine if a benefit has been conferred on Defendant based




on the relationship with Plaintiffs, it must be shown that a “permit” exists from which any such
benefits would then flow. In viewing the record in the light most favorable to the Defendant
(non-moving party), the Court finds there is a genuine issue of material fact as to whether
“permit” is in actuality a permit from the DEP. The “permit” appears to be a letter from the
DEP and does not include the usual indicia of a permit- effective date, permit number, nor seal.
In resolving all doubts against the moving party, the Court finds that there exist genuine issues

of material fact, which preclude the grant of summary judgment in this matter.

ORDER

AND NOW, this 3 day of January 2010, upon consideration of the Parties’ oral
arguments and briefs, it is the ORDER of this Court that Plaintiffs’ Motion for Summary

Judgment on Count II of Plaintiffs’ Complaint is hereby DENIED.
